How Art Made the World: Persuasion

With Dr. Nigel Spivey

This film is in four sections with an introduction and a conclusion.  The four sections discuss the role of (1) personal adornment and appearance, (2) logos, (3) portraits, and (4) manipulation.  The introduction and conclusion do not directly reference these four elements.  As you watch the introduction, pay attention to the way in which the four basic themes are apparent.  You will need to recall them on your own at the conclusion of the film (unless I show the introduction again, which is doubtful).  10 – 12 pts.
Section I: Personal Adornment and Appearance

1. According to Spivey, where and when did personal adornment and appearance visibly become a base for significant political power?

2. What aspects of personal adornment and appearance does Spivey focus upon?  

3. How was personal adornment and appearance used in the Introduction?  Cite specific elements of adornment or appearance and what they conveyed.

Section II: Logos

4. According to Spivey, where and when did the adoption of logos visibly become a base for significant political power?

5. Who does the logo represent and what is the content and meaning of the logo?

6. As presented by Spivey, why were logos a significant improvement over the artistic use of personal adornment and appearance?

7. What logos were prominent in the Introduction?  What do they represent and how were they used?

Section III: Portraiture

8. Upon what portrait does Spivey focus?  Where and when was the portrait made?

9. Spivey focuses primarily on two different portraits of the same subject.  In what medium are these portraits made and what is the purpose of each one (they are different).

10. Which is more effective: logos or portraits – and why?

Section IV: Manipulation

11. Spivey focus on the manipulation of what groups, by what person, in what place, at what time?

12. What is “the lie” which the final imperial portrait perpetrates?
