 A Perfect Candidate (20 pts.)

This film presents two candidates.  One is Colonel Oliver North, the other is Governor Chuck Robb.  For this film you will divide your paper into two columns and address the ten questions below as they pertain to each of the candidates (these are NOT addressed in any particular order in the film):

1. What political party do they belong to? AND What do they want to do or achieve as governor? (What are their goals?)

2. What are their areas of strength?  (What attracts voters to them?)

3. What are their common-person supporters like?

4. What help from “celebrities” do they receive?

5. What past problems have they had?

6. Other than their pasts, what are their greatest weaknesses? 

7. What view does the African-American community have of each candidate?

8. What view does Washington Post reporter, Don Baker, have of each candidate?

9. What view does Mark Goodin, North’s campaign manager, have of each candidate?

10. What is your personal view of each candidate?

Three days to  view and discuss.  End first day after 30 minutes (at “September” title, or more probably, after an explanation of the Iran-Contra scandal, right after Chuck Robb chases people down in the supermarket);  end day 2 at  Chapter 9 (1’ 22”): The Final Weekend; day 3 finish the film and discuss; Day 4 the comparison sheets are due.

(US Census statistics for 2000 indicate 20% of Virginia is African-American.)
